Position Summary: Financial Mentors meet one-on-one with an assigned Habitat Participant each month, offer support, and reinforce the money management methods taught in homebuyer education classes. A Financial Mentor also monitors the understanding of and follow-through with money management principles (including debt repayment and monthly Individual Development Account deposits for those in the Homeownership Program).

Approximate Hours:  1-1.5 hours per month

Length of Commitment:  One year, renewable
Regular mentoring sessions are the first Monday of the month in lieu of Homebuyer Education (unless otherwise noted due to holidays or weather-related closures). Meetings are held at the Habitat for Humanity office. Additional sessions may be scheduled if needed.
Responsibilities (list the tasks):

1. Maintain high level of knowledge of Blount County Habitat for Humanity programs.

2. Meet one-on-one with Participant each month to review money management.

3. Monitor spending plan creation and adherence for accuracy and understanding.
4. Monitor progress toward achieving program acceptance conditions.
5. Document and Award monthly Sweat Equity using Financial Mentoring Performance Report (rubric).
6. Recommend additional money management support as necessary. 

7. Always adhere to program confidentiality standards.
Qualifications or special skills needed: 
1. An understanding of basic zero-based budgeting principles.

2. Ability to work well with people from diverse backgrounds.

3. Ability to communicate clearly and simply.  
4. Effective time management with a Participant.
5. Maintain necessary personal boundaries while working with a Participant.
