Volunteer Position: Homeowner Selection
Position Summary: Homeowner Selection Volunteers work in pairs to conduct the home visit and applicant interview necessary to qualify for the Homeownership Program. Home visits are part of establishing an applicant’s willingness to partner with Habitat and a need for housing, two of the three primary eligibility criteria.

Approximate Hours:  3 hours per appointment

Length of Commitment:  One year, renewable
Homeowner Selection visits are scheduled as needed
Responsibilities:
1. Maintain high level of knowledge of Blount County Habitat for Humanity programs, network, and community resources.

2. Communicate with your Habitat staff partner, including responding to requests for home visits.
3. Communicate and plan with your volunteer partner.
4. Work in pairs to visit and assess applicant housing conditions using Habitat’s housing evaluation form.

5. Work in pairs to complete the applicant interview using Habitat’s interview form.

6. Use Habitat home visit packet, complete all materials, and return to your Habitat staff partner. 

7. Maintain program and applicant confidentiality.
Qualifications or special skills needed: 
1. Ability to work well with people from diverse backgrounds.

2. Ability to communicate clearly and simply.  
3. Be encouraging while acknowledging the hard work ahead.
4. Effective time management with applicants.
5. Maintain necessary personal boundaries while working with applicants.
